
Additional traffic lanes will be constructed along Route 73 between Fellowship 
Road/Fox Meadow Drive and East Main Street, along with acceleration and decel-
eration lanes to help reduce congestion.  East Main Street/Camden Avenue will be 
widened to two lanes in each direction along with a center turn lane.  Signalization 
will be added at the ramps between Route 73 and Main Street/Camden Avenue.  
Access between Cedar Avenue and County Avenue from Route 73 will be removed.  
Additional drainage improvements in the vicinity of the Conrail Bridge are also 
included to alleviate frequent flooding.

Tentative Timeline:  Construction contract to be awarded by fall of 2006, with construction anticipated to begin by 
spring/summer 2007.  Traffic will be maintained along Route 73 during construction, with some delays possible due to 
traffic pattern changes.  East Main Street/Camden Avenue will be closed to traffic for approximately four months during 
construction.  Construction is expected to last for approximately 2 years.

During construction of a new bridge and sidewalk, traffic will be maintained with 
a new pattern, and delays are possible.  Pine Street may be temporarily closed 
between Mill Street and Church Street for periods during construction.  Use South 
Avenue and Madison Avenue instead of Pine Street as an alternate route.

PROJECT:  Pine Street Bridge Replacement

The Blackôs Creek Bridge on Sykesville Road, between Stelle Road and 
Chesterfield-Arneytown Road in Chesterfield Township, is closed to all traf-
fic during construction.  The bridge is being replaced.  A detour is posted using 
Stelle Road to Chesterfield Road to ChesterfieldïArneytown Road.

PROJECT:  Blackõs Creek Bridge Replacement

Project Description:  The Pedestrian Bridge over Route 38 near the Cherry Hill 
Mall will be reconstructed to allow pedestrians access between retail centers on 
either side of Route 38.  The original bridge was demolished in 1999 after a trash 
truck hit the structure.  Several design changes have been made since the bridge was 
destroyed, and the final design may include a handicapped accessible elevator on 
one side of the structure with ramps along the other.
Tentative Timeline: The final design should be complete by summer of 2006, with 
anticipated construction to begin spring 2007 at the earliest.  Construction may take 
8-10 months to complete.

LOCATION: Route 38 Pedestrian Bridge, Cherry Hill Township; Camden County
PROJECT:  Re-construction of Pedestrian Bridge
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This multi-phase project provides for the replacement of the existing Route 52 
Causeway Bridge between Somers Point and Ocean City.  The new causeway will 
have a 55 foot fixed height to allow boat traffic through without stopping vehicles 
on the bridge.  A visitorôs center and a multi-use path will be constructed on both 
sides of the structure.  The Somers Point circle will also be replaced with a signal-
ized intersection, and Route 52 in the projectôs vicinity will be widened as well.  
Tentative Timeline:  During the summer of 2006, the Route 52 Causeway will be 
open, allowing for 2 lanes of traffic in either direction.  A 35 mph speed limit and a 

4 ton vehicle weight restriction are in effect, but this will not hinder summer traffic flow.  Construction on the Causeway 
and Somers Point Circle is expected to resume in late summer of 2006.  

*Originally scheduled for completion in 2012, this project is now on the NJDOT ñFast Trackò project list, which accel-
erates the completion date to the fall of 2009.*

Improving worker and driver safety in highway work zones

9 Tips for Safe Driving in Work Zones:
1)  Expect the unexpected.
Normal speed limits may be reduced, traffic lanes may be changed, and 
people may be working on or near the road.

 2)  Slow down.
Observe the work zone speed limit.

3)  Donõt tailgate.  Keep a safe distance between you and the car ahead of you.
The most common crash in a highway work zone is the rear end collision.  
Leave a safe distance between you and the car in front of you.

4)  Keep a safe distance between your vehicle and the construction workers and their equipment.  

5)  Obey road crew flaggers.
A flagger has the same authority as a regulatory sign, so you can be cited 
for disobeying his or her directions.

6)  Stay alert and minimize distractions.
Avoid changing radio stations or using cell phones while driving in a 
work zone.  

7)  Keep up with the traffic flow.
Merge as soon as possible. Donôt drive right up to the lane closure and 
then try to barge in.

8)  Check radio, TV and websites for traffic information.
Expect delays and leave early so that you can reach your destination on 
time.

9)  Be patient and stay calm.
The work zone crew members are working to improve the road and make 
your future drive better.
